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Gulf Bank K.S.C.P. Ordinary Annual General Meeting of
the Shareholders No. 64 convened at Gulf Bank Head-
Office located in Sharq — Mubarak Al Kabeer Street - on
Saturday, 18/03/2023 at 11:00 a.m. The meeting was
chaired by Mr. Jassim Mustafa Jassim Boodai,
Chairman of the Board of Directors.

The meeting was attended by Mrs. Bodour Garragh
representative of the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry, Mr. Mohammad Bu Hadi from Kuwait Clearing
Company, and Mr. AbdulKarim Abdullah Al Samadan,
representing the auditors Al-Aiban & Al-Osaimi &
Partners (Ernst & Young), Mr. Talal Al Muzaini,
representing the auditors Al-Wazzan & Partners
(Deloitte & Touche).

Mr. Dari Al-Bader, Secretary of the Board of Directors,
assumed the meeting's secretariat.

The Chairman announced that the invitation procedures
were valid and quorum was satisfied, with the presence
of shareholders, personally or by proxy, representing
(2,457,789,406) shares, out of a total of free
(3,200,528,594) shares, or 76.793%. of which
(379,377,422) shares represented by 11.854%
shareholders who attended online. Then,
announcement was made to commence the meeting.
The Chairman opened the meeting by welcoming the
attendees, and the ordinary general meeting started
discussing the items of the agenda, and adopted the
following resolutions:
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1. Reviewed the Board of Directors Report for the
fiscal year ended on 31/12/2022 and ratified it with
a majority of 75.166% of attendees, with a number
of shareholders objecting and abstaining,
representing 1.627% of the attendance, without
giving reasons for that.
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Reviewed and ratified the Auditors Report of Mr.
AbdulKarim Abdullah Al Samadan from M/S. Al-
Aiban & Al-Osaimi & Pariners (Member of Ernst &
Young) and Mr. Talal Al Muzaini from Al-Wazzan &
Partners (Deloitte & Touche) for the fiscal year
ended on 31/12/2022, with a majority of 75.410% of
attendees, with a number of shareholders
abstaining, representing 1.383% of the attendance,
without giving reasons for that.
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3. Reviewed and ratified the report on the violations

observed by the regulators and which resulted in
the imposition of penalties on the Bank.

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. Approved the deduction of 10% to the Statutory
Reserve for a total amount of KD 6,490,000, with
a majority of 75.496% of attendees, with a
number of shareholders abstaining, representing
1.286% of the attendance, without giving reasons
for that.

Approved, with a majority of 75.496% of
attendees, with a number of shareholders
abstaining, representing 1.296% of the
attendance, without giving reasons for that, the
Board of Directors’ recommendation to distribute
dividends for the financial year ended 31/12/2022
as follows:

31/12/2022 at 10% (ten percent) i.e. 10 (ten Fils)
per share after excluding the treasury shares. The
shareholders regisiered in the company's records
as of the end of the record day, set as 13/04/2023
are entitled {o these cash dividends.

d. Approved authorizing the Board of Directors to
amend these foregoing dates in case they are
not confirmed at least eight working days prior
to the record date.

Members' remuneration of KD 181,250 (One

majority of 75.496% of attendees, with a number
of shareholders abstaining, representing 1.296%
of the attendance, without giving reasons for that.

Approved to authorize the Board of Directors, for
a period of 18 months, to buy, sell or dispose of a
maximum of 10% (ten percent) of the Bank's total
shares, in accordance with the controls and terms
stipulated by the relevant law, regulations,
resolutions and instructions of regulators in this
respect, with a majority of 75.485% of attendees,
with a number of shareholders objecting and
abstaining, representing 1.307% of the
attendance, without giving reasons for that.

a) issue bonds of all types (whether directly, or
indirectly via a special purpose vehicle(s)
established inside or outside Kuwait) in Kuwaiti
Dinars or any other foreign currency as they
deem appropriate, including without limitation,
the issuance of perpetual bonds, in and/or
outside the State of Kuwait, without exceeding
the maximum limit permitted by law, or the
equivalent in foreign currencies, in accordance
with all applicable instructions, directives and/or
regulations of the Central Bank of Kuwait, b)
enter into any relevant transaction documentation
related to the issuance of the bonds (including,
where applicable, the granting of guarantees to
support issuance of the bonds or assume any
obligations thereunder), c) determine the type of
those bonds to be issued, their currency,
duration, nominal value, rate of interest thereon,
repayment maturity, means of coverage, rules of
offering and depreciation, and all terms and
conditions thereof, d) obtain any and all relevant
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approvals from the competent regulators
(whether located in or outside of Kuwait, as
applicable), and e) agree to the choice of
arbitration as a method of dispute resolution in
any of the transaction documentation in relation
to the issuance of the bonds and any other
documents ancillary thereto.
